PARENTAL GUIDELINES
We would like to provide a positive environment for your child.  We have established several guidelines that you should become familiar with.

1. When you bring your child to the Parish Center Nursery, please make sure you introduce yourself and your child to the Adult Supervisor.

2. Please remember to sign your child in and make sure they have a name tag.  Do not use the chain holders that were passed out for the name tags.  We will have stickers available in the nursery.

3. Please place name tags on the back of the younger children.

4. If your child brings a bottle, diaper bag, pacifier, or any other personal items please label these.

5. If your child has a blanket, stuffed animal or any item, which makes them feel more comfortable, please bring that with you.  Please do not bring any more than two items.  Also, please leave the “special” toys at home.

6. If you bring a treat for your child, please bring enough to pass out for a large group.  DO NOT bring candy or gum.  If your child has an allergy please tell the supervisor.

7. Don’t worry if your child is reluctant to leave you.  When you say good-bye be loving but firm and place them in the arms of a supervisor.  We are accustomed to comforting children.  If there is a particular activity they enjoy let the supervisor know.  Remember consistency is the key ingredient.  Utilize the child care room as much as possible.
8. If you wish to check on your child during Mass please feel free to do so.  Please be aware it may disturb your child to have a second separation.  When they see their parents they tend to get upset again because they wonder why they aren’t leaving too.

9. Please wait until Mass is completely over before you pick up your child.  Just as apprehensive children become upset when you “visit” your child during Mass, they also tend to become upset when others leave early.

10. Please make sure you pick up your child promptly after Mass.

11. If there is not an Adult Supervisor in the Child Care Room DO NOT LEAVE YOUR CHILD IN THERE!  If the scheduled volunteer does not arrive, impromptu volunteers are always welcome.  We will have a sign up sheet for a four-month period and attempt to call usually one month prior to schedule posting.  We will make every attempt to schedule individuals for 9:15 a.m. Mass.

12. PLEASE DO NOT BRING A CHILD THAT HAS VOMITED, FEVER OF 100 DEGREES OR HIGHER, DIARRHEA, RASH, COUGH OR HAS BEEN ILL WITHIN THE LAST 24 HOURS.  The Adult Supervisor has the authority to refuse admittance to an ill child.  We have an obligation to all the children in the Child Care Room.
13. If your child has any special needs such as allergies, physical or emotional, that will help us comfort your child please let the Adult Supervisor know.

14. The Adult Supervisor retains the right to refuse admittance to additional children if there is not adequate assistance.

15. If you use the Child Care Room you will be required to volunteer at least once a quarter.

16. If a child should cause bodily injury to himself/herself, others or intentionally damage personal property, the parents will be notified.  In case of injury the parents will receive a completed copy of the Incident Report.

17. No physical discipline will take place in the Child Care Room.  Undesirable behavior will be handled by separating the child from the group or taking away privileges.  If this does not correct the problem, we will discuss it with you so a mutually agreeable solution may be reached.

18. If there is an emergency situation and evacuation of the building is necessary the children may be located at the corner of the South Third Street and East Willard.
